These articles must include contributions from the authors and critical analysis of the literature.
Characteristics of the section
Given that this is an electronic publication, there is no restriction on the maximum length of the works, but authors must adhere to a maximum of 20 screens. Optionally, the work may include tables and figures (which will follow the same rules as for original articles).
Review articles must be based on the most up-to-date bibliography on the subject in question (more than 50% of the bibliography consulted must be from the last 5 years and more than 25% from the last 3 years). At least 50 bibliographic references.
They shall consist of a short continuous abstract; a brief introduction, including the objective of the review; the main body, which is the fundamental part of the review; and the conclusions, which shall summarize the essence of the review and be written in a single paragraph. Authors shall present the topic under review in a critical manner, expressing their own criteria based on their practical experience. It should never be a simple transcription of the bibliography.

DEVELOPMENT
Conceptual theoretical framework
Background and fundamental concepts related to the topic being addressed
Methodology
This section should describe:
• Theoretical method used in the review (historical logical, inductive-deductive, analytical synthetic)
• Databases where the information was searched, with the descriptors used to perform the search and the method used to find the best articles on the subject.
• Summary table showing the database, number of articles reviewed and used by database, and category of journals used.
• Inclusion and exclusion criteria for selecting articles.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
• It must be written using the theoretical methods explained above in the method section.
• It must be based on the most up-to-date bibliography on the subject in question (more than 50% of the bibliography consulted must be from the last 5 years and more than 25% from the last 3 years).
• The topic reviewed must be developed critically, based on the articles reviewed, considering similar and contradictory aspects found in the articles, as well as expressing one's own criteria based on the analysis of the information.

In line with the objective, it should summarize the essence of the review and be written in one paragraph.
